PLAGIARISM

There are passages taken word-for-word from your sources that do not have quote marks. Without quote marks, a reader does not know these are a source's sentences, not yours. Even if you cite this word-for-word borrowing, it is still considered plagiarism if you do not use quote marks. The best way to avoid plagiarism to understand clearly what you can and can't do with sources. 

---Whenever you use the direct wording (quotations) from another source, you must put quotation marks around those words or your use of them can be considered plagiarism.
