Learning in the information age requires that the student become very good at the four A's: Access (finding information independently); Assess (deciding what is important in it); Assimilate (learning it efficiently and effectively); Apply (using the knowledge in the real world).

During the past five years, scenario-based learning and scenario-based e-learning have emerged as the predominant model for corporate training programs because it provides an application context and affords learning for practical application.

This emphasis on practicality makes scenario-based learning and scenario-based assessment particularly suitable for the composition classroom and its focus on developing writing skills for a variety of contexts, both academic and business.

This presentation examines the implementation of scenario-based learning and scenario-based assessment at three schools where I teach composition, two online. Participants will develop an understanding of the key distinctions between this mode of writing instruction and traditional teaching. They will also see the instructional mode in action in a variety of writing and communication courses.

The goal: to leave with the information and materials necessary to implement scenario-based writing in their own classrooms.
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
