Why am I investigating SBL—because of what I teach: performance based skills, not academic knowledge.

Note to self: research for this scenario-based learning and assessment presentation would make a good basis for the textbook that I am considering—
a freshman text that takes a more real world approach to learning to write and borrows from Freelance book and writing for real world situations as I have learned how to do in Business and Technical Comm and in the Communications field in general.

Traditional freshman comp courses focuses on a non-generic form of academic discourse. therefore there are two problems. One, students don’t REALLY learn academic discourse. Two, now that they’ve learned academic discourse, so what? The real world doesn’t use it. Many courses don’t use it.

Scenario-based learning could really turn that on its head:

An employee of a company has to attend a conf and report back what of value was learned. Define the company and its goals. Give the presentation., See how well the student carries out the 4 A’s.

Nice.

don’t forget journalism scenario-based learning, too. Wonder where those old textbooks are that set up a scenario and students have to respond as a journalist??
