Description


This learning object will provide learner with a step-by-step guide on how to create learning resources on Glogster utilizing graphics and audio through a mock lesson and provided template.  The learner will also learn how to utilize Glogster to support differentiated and gifted learners.  At the completion of the tutorial, the learner will be able to meet the performance objective by creating custom learning resources for classroom lesson that can be shared with other grade team members.

 Objective

The performance objective for this learning object is as follows:
· Working with a template on Glogster and mock lesson materials, the user will be able to create a learning resource for the elementary inclusion classroom through using Glogster by sectioning data, using graphics, audio, and video files with proficiency.
Steps


Prior to the tutorial, users will need to download the free version of Glogster (available on glogster.com) or have a Glogster account.  A mock lesson will also need to be downloaded from the website so that the user can use data from the lesson to create the Glogster presentation.


Following downloads, the user (student) can begin the tutorial by the following:

· Step One:  Open up mock lesson to retrieve lesson content to be included in presentation.

-  Save images within document to be used at a later time


-  Optional:  save audio files included to be used at a later time

· Step Two:  Divide lesson into sizable chunks.


-  View science lesson and note how information has been broken up into three sections

· Step Three:  Open up Gloster by inputting login information.


-  Login to Glogster account by clicking on "login"


-  Enter password and click "enter"

· Step Four:  Follow "tools" tab to learn of basic capabilities and functions.


-  Click on "Create new glog" tab


-  Click on "tools" tab


-  Note features within "tools" tab such as "text, graphics, images, wall, etc."

· Step Five:  Select template to be used for tutorial.


-  Find frame that features templates

-  Click on template titled "Assignment"


-  Other templates available for future lessons

· Step Six:   Upload and insert images for presentation.


-  Click on "Image" tab on the toolbar


-  Click on "arrow" icon to download images from computer to 


-  Select image from folder to upload


-  Click on "hand" icon to grab and place image to "Drop Image Here" frame

· Step Seven:  Include written data for presentation.


-  Refer to written lesson provided and type or highlight desired text

-  Click on "text here" frame and right click "paste" or begin typing 
· Step Eight:  Record and insert audio for presentation.


-  Click on "grab" in order to narrate straight into the presentation

-  Click on "upload" in order to use an audio file saved onto the computer for audio 
  
   within the presentation


-  The "link" tool is not recommended at this time

· Step Nine:  Written content and audio for differentiated learners.


-  For differentiated learners, audio files can be used to include audio for the written text

-  Learners have an option of using the presentation to "click" on presentation to be  

          repeated or in stated in shorter increments


-  Videos may be used to support learning.  


-  Click on "video" tab on toolbar


-  Click on "upload"


-  Enter YouTube link


-  Click on "drop video" on glog page


-  Click on "video" when prompted


-  Click on video to insert into presentation

· Step Ten:  Save and file share.


-  Once glog is completed, click on "save" which is the pink tab on the upper right corner
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
