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Title
The main title for the web page will be “Getting Started with Glogster”.  The page will include a navigation bar on the left side with links to the introduction and each of the basic skills.  This first lesson in the unit consists of an introduction to glogs, “Logging in to Glogster”, “Creating a Glog”, “Adding/Changing Text in a Text Box”, “Changing the Font”, and “Saving Your Glog”. Description
This tutorial will teach students the basic skills needed in order to start using Glogster.  First, students will learn how to log in to their Glogster account.  From the dashboard of a student account, they will learn how to create a new glog by selecting one of the available templates.  Using the newly created glog, students will learn how to add or change text in a text box.  They will also learn how to change the font features (size, style, color) of the text in a text box.  Finally, students will learn how to save their glog as “unfinished” or “finished”.
The performance objectives for these tasks are:

· After completing this lesson, the student will be able to define a glog with complete accuracy.
· After completing this lesson, the student will be able to log in to his/her account on Glogster with complete accuracy.

· After completing this lesson, the student will be able to create a glog by selecting a template with complete accuracy.

· Given an existing glog, the student will be able to edit a text box with complete accuracy.

· Given a glog with a text box, the student will be able to change the font features of the text with complete accuracy.

· Given an existing glog, the student will be able to save the glog by selecting either the “unfinished” or “finish” button with complete accuracy.

Basic Skills:
Logging in to Glogster
1. Go to edu.glogster.com.  [Screen shot:  Glogster_Main_Page.png]
2. Click on “Log in” on the top right corner. 
3. Type in your nickname and password.  [Screen shot:  Glogster_Login_Screen.png]
4. Click on “Log in”.

Creating a Glog 
1. On your Dashboard, click on “Create New Glog”.  [Screen shot:  Dashboard.png]
2. Scroll through the templates and select one by clicking on the picture or the name of the template.  [Screen shot:  Templates.png]
Adding/Changing Text in a Text Box
1. Click on the text box.  [Screen shot:  Text_box.png]
2. Then click on the “Ab1” button.  Now your cursor is in the text box.  [Screen shot:  Add_Edit_Text.png]
3. Place your cursor where you want to add text, or select the text you want to change.
4. Add or change the text by typing on your keyboard.
Changing the Font 
1. Click on the text box.  [Screen shot:  Text_box.png]

2. Then click on the “Ab1” button.  Now your cursor is in the text box.  [Screen shot:  Add_Edit_Text_box.png]

3. Select the text you want to change.  [Screen shot:  Select_text.png]

4. Change the font style/name, size, or color using the Text Editor pane.  [Screen shot:  Text_editor_pane.png]

5. Close the Text Editor pane when you are done.

Saving Your Glog
1. Click on “Save” on the top right corner.  [Screen shot:  Save_glog.png]
2. Type in the name of your glog.  [Screen shot:  Save_glog_pane.png]

3. Choose the Category and Topic that your teacher gives you.
4. Click on your grade.

5. Add the tags that your teacher gives you.

6. If you are NOT done, click on “Unfinished”, then “Save”.  You will still be able to work on your glog later.

7. If you are DONE, click on “Finished”, then “Save”.  Your glog will be shared with the class.
