Steps
Prior to the training session, trainees will need to have gone to Storybird.com and created a student account. Additionally, students will need to have their district approved grade level math curriculum. Students will then log into their accounts and proceed forward to begin the tutorial by following these steps: 

· Step One: Getting Started
-     Click on “CREATE” at the top of the screen
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-      Select an image you want to use for a story.  

-       After choosing artwork, click on it and choose “Use this Art” and then “Picture Book.”
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· Step Two: Working with the gallery
· Choose a picture from the side panels and drag it to the story board.
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· Type your math problem directly on the storyboard screen. (A)
· Each time you want to add a picture, click add page symbol "+" (B)
· Step Three: Add a title page
· Click on the “Cover” square at the bottom of the page in the story board.
· Add a title, name, and cover art.
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· Step Four: Saving and Publishing your story
· Save your story any time by using the “Save” button on the bottom right.
· When your story is complete, publish the story so others may view it. Click on “Save and Exit” and select the desired settings.
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· Click on “Publish”
· Step Five: Sharing your Storybird
· To share your story, click on the “Share” icon and select the method in which to send your story.
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· You may e-mail, share by copying the link, or use a social media link.
· Step Ten: conclusion
